Spoiler alert to my family:  you're not getting socks for Christmas.  I know, you're 
disappointed, but I've only managed to make one sock so far and while it's cozy and 
warm and fun to wear, it does has issues. 
  
First, it's only one sock. It needs a mate, one constructed a little better than the first 
one. 
  
Second, I didn't get all the ribbing in the right spots. I have occasional knits where 
there should be purls. I hope to correct that on sock #2. 
  
Third, I made the heel wrong. I decreased every row, not every other row. So the heel 
is a little snug.  
  
Fourth, there's the issue with the toes. I dropped stitches. I don't know how, but there 
it is. I did. Now I picked them up, but I'm not very good at that part yet so I basically 
just stuck the dropped loop on a needle and gave it a knit. You've gotta understand that 
ripping out and restarting is not in my vocabulary. Nor is it in my skill set when it 
comes to knitting. 



  
So needless to say, my socks aren't ready for prime time. Or Christmas presents yet. 
  
And dear family, you may not get hats, either. I know you're crushed.  The first hat I 
made was too big. So I washed it. Didn't help much. It just got a little shorter, not 
skinnier. I made the second hat bigger, or I should say longer, so I could roll up the 
brim. But this hat suffers from the same problem as the first hat. It's a bit big. When I 
went out to feed horses during the snow storm on Mother's Day, the brim kept falling in 
my eyes so I couldn't see anything. And when I tried shoving the hat up on my 
forehead, the wind threatened to rip it off.  So I seriously need to adjust my gauge for 
these projects. (The sock fits, BTW.) 
  
My third hat was working until I ran out of yarn. A friend was headed to the yarn store 
so I had her buy me some more. When I started using it I thought it was a little thicker, 
but didn't think much about it until I got to the cuff and switched to the white yarn. 
 Much lighter weight. I finally figured out I had been knitting in a bulky weight for the 
body of the hat. Now ordinarily this would not be a problem but the hat was an elf hat, 
made to drape over with a cute pompom on the end. But my hat unfortunately has a 
tendency to stand straight up like a dunces hat. The good news? It fits. 
  
So family -- rest easy. You're probably not getting knitted items at Christmas. This 
year.  I remember when my mom made things for Christmas presents. One year, 
everyone got fabric stuffed geese. They were cute, but I was a teenager and I always 
felt a little sorry for the recipients of these gifts. I mean, seriously, are you really going 
to decorate your house around a stuffed goose?  She also made rock people & painted 
faces on them and rock wall hangings made from stuff collected from vacations 
(translate: removed illegally from national parks). 
  
She also painted Christmas ornaments and other small canvas items and decorated 
mouse traps with fake dead mice caught in them, with a tag hanging off that said, "not 
a creature was stirring, not even a mouse." I thought that was hilarious.  
  
I now cherish all those handmade gifts. My goose is displayed at Christmas, the 
ornaments hang on the tree and the mousetrap sits conspicuously in a corner. Which 
means, I'm old enough to know how precious these gifts were and I can also admit that 
I liked them even when I was a teenager, even if I didn't always say so. 
  
So just a heads up to the family:  I'm probably going to turn into that woman who does 
the commercial for FedEx who has discovered flat rate shipping. She's so excited that 
she can ship for a flat rate, that she's knitting cozies for everything: the dog, the 
Christmas tree, the grand kid, the toaster. As her daughter told her over the phone, in 
flat resigned tone, "Be crazy not too." 
  
I may become that woman, although it may take a while before you all get knitted 
socks. Or toaster cozies.  But you will continue to get quilts even if you've already 
gotten quilts.  You can never have enough quilts.  You may never get a stuffed goose - 
although I do have that pattern.....

WORLD WIDE KNIT IN PUBLIC DAY AND

Okay, I'm combining two different events, but it's June.  What can you 
do? 
  
First:  WWKIP day.  Bring your lawn chairs, knitting, snacks, water and 
sunscreen to the shop and be prepared to knit in public from 1-5.  We'll 
sit outside the shop and demonstrate our proficiency at knitting.  In 
others words, we'll just sit & knit in public.  This is a world wide event 
that happens each year, for a week.  This year from June 14 through 
June 22.  It's the largest knitter run event in the world, according to the 
WWKIP site, celebrating knitting and other fiber arts.  And that's where 
the quilting part comes in. 
  
Second:  Duck Derby.  Youth Alternatives holds a Duck Derby during 
Super Days.  We will be selling ducks for you to "adopt" for the event.  
1,000 ducks will be available for adoption:  A single duck is $5, a quack 
of ducks (5) is $20, and a flock of 'em is $100 (20).  All 1,000 ducks, 
sold or not, are released and they swim down a slide.  The one crossing 
the finish line first, wins.  Essentially that's how it works. 
  
So why adopt a rubber duck, you ask?  Proceeds benefit Special Friends 
and Youth Alternatives.  PLUS--there is always a plus -- by adopting a 
duck you are entered to win all sorts of prizes, from cash awards to 
movie tickets to restaurants gift cards. 
  
In addition, from 1-5 we're holding a Pillow Case Party to benefit Youth 
Alternatives & Special Friends.  For every pillow case kit sold, Around the 
Block will donate $5 to YA & SF.  Plus, anyone who makes a pillow case 
(or two or more) and donates it/them to YA & SF, Around the Block will 
adopt a duck in your name. We even have duck fabric that would make 
cute duck pillow cases.  All donated pillow cases will be sold at Duck 
Derby for YA & SF.  So how many pillow cases can we make in 4 hours?  
  
And for extra excitement, the Duck may come to the shop on the 14th to 
help promote Duck Derby.

But if we don't get enough 
orders placed, for any one color, Hoffman won't be able to print that color. 
  
So if you haven't yet placed an order and want the fabric, don't wait until it gets here.  It may 
sell out before it arrives. 
  
If you want to put the BH&R on backs or borders of quilts, you must think in yardage.  2-3 
yards for borders (depending on size of quilt) and 5-10 yards for backing.  You may want to 
make curtains, pillow cases, purses, skirts, chair covers, pillows, aprons, napkins, t-towels. 
  
Call me and let me know approximately how much yardage you want.  I have started taking 
payments now with any pre order.  Fabric should arrive in late June, in time for traveling 
tourists.  Just so you know.  Price will be $12.50 per yard.
