There's something wrong about a man cutting in line, right in front of me, in order to
stand next to his wife while waiting for an open election booth. His wife went first to
vote and I wondered what would happen if he didn't get a booth right next to her, but
fortune smiled on him: The next booth that opened up was right next to his wife. 1 felt
deprived from the drama I expected. I mean, face it, there's just not that much
excitement while you stand in line waiting to vote.

Becca got bored with watching the election results on Tuesday. She filled me in when I
got home from choir rehearsal. I actually didn't know she knew how to turn on the
television, but it probably explains why, when I turn on the tv, the channel that pops
up is not the one I was watching the previous evening.

Which also explains why Becca was so upset when I got home. Once she figured out
that the guy with the strange hair was winning, she started channel surfing, something
else I didn't know she could do, and on the dog channel - not a clue, Becca's words,
not mine - she discovered pot.

She told me about this dog that competes in dog shows who got stoned on pot and she
wanted to know where she could get some. Not for her, of course. She wanted to give
it to Cassidy to mellow her out. She actually said, to keep her from bouncing up &
down all day, but I knew what she meant. Cassidy is an Australian Shepherd without a
mean bone in her body. Becca, on the other hand, is a mini Australian Shepherd who
is very devious.

Upon further questioning, I learned that pet owners are having problems with their
pets, from dogs to pigs, snatching the pot off kitchen counters. The warning labels are
lost on the pets, who usually can't read and who ingest the whole pan of brownies



because, well it's chocolate and smells good. I had a toy poodle who one Christmas
opened the wrapped bag of Snickers mini candy bars that mom had put under the tree
as a Christmas gift. Mom did things like that. If she bought socks as gifts, each sock
was wrapped individually. No kidding. I'm almost surprised that she didn't wrap each
individual candy bar. And because we had the tradition that each person opened a gift
while everyone watched, ooed and awed, Christmas lasted forever. We had to take a
snack break just to keep going.

Vets have also cited examples of chihuahuas lapping up
bong water, cats being exposed to vaping, and even rabbits, ferrets and birds getting
accidentally stoned.

A clinic in Oregon saw a 63 percent increase pets & pot toxicity cases even though the
number of owners/client base only grew by 7 percent. Pigs eating peanut butter
cookies, poodles hospitalized for 2 days after eating pot butter because its owner didn't
realize the dog was suffering because he was blitzed out of his mind, too, and a three-
pound Chihuahua mix who ate most of a pot brownie and couldn't walk 12 hours later
or jump on the bed 4 days later. He kept missing and running into the bed instead.

I told Becca I was not venturing into Colorado to buy pot for her. She'd be like the
Chihuahua who just ran into the bed instead of jumping on top. Becca reminded me
the pot was for Cassidy and she didn't care if Cassidy ran into the bed. She actually
smirked a little when she said that--she lifts one side of her upper lift which causes her
ears to go cocky. In other words, she looks funny. But I didn't tell her that.

Instead, I told her she'd been watching too much election coverage and in our house,
we're nice to each other.

"Even the cat?"

"Her name is Lydia, and, yes, even the cat."

"Okay. Time for treats? Cassidy can even have one, even if it's not pot."

"Time for treats."
